Welcome to ninth grade World History. In this class we will be studying World History from 1450 to the Present. Our class will concentrate on several themes of History that have had dramatic impacts on shaping our world today. By the end of this semester you should be able to recognize important historical patterns that are still at work in our world today. This is a single trimester course, so the curriculum will move very quickly. Also, we do not have a text for this course, so you will be relying on notes given to you in class and discussions. 
Thematic Units that we will be studying will include:

1. Development and expansion of Islam 630 to 1450
2. European Global Expansion 1450-1750
3. Industrialization and Western Hegemony 1750-1914
4. World International Conflicts (1870 to Present)
Your course work will consist of several presentations, projects, short papers, tests, quizzes, worksheets, bellringers, and other things that we think up over the semester. 
Grading Policy:


Grades will divided into two categories: Goal Four assignments, and Evaluative Assessments. Goal four will include: bell ringers, short assignments, participation, small group work, progress checks, and various other assignments… this category will be worth 20% of your grade. Evaluative Assessments will include: tests, quizzes, debates, and presentations, and will be worth 80% of your overall grade.
